S T E P  1 : 
To pre-register or register to vote online,  
visit: www.RegistertoVoteFlorida.gov

S T E P  2 : 
To complete and submit an online application, 
you will need the following:

• Your Florida driver license (Florida DL) or Florida 
identification card (Florida ID card).

• The last four digits of your Social Security Number (SSN4). 
 
Note: If you do not have any of the information above, you 
may still use the online system to prefill a voter registration 
application form. However, you will have to print, sign, and 
give to your teacher by the voter registration deadline.
